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RESUMO

Este trabalho procurou valorizar as fontes documentais que tratam da ocupacéo processual e sistemética
do ambiente natural rico e complexo, nos aspectos da biodiversidade e das riquezas étnicas do Rio Sao
Francisco. Rio este que tem suas histérias contadas na perspectiva émica, através de significativas
lendas registradas pela literatura regional e, principalmente, na memoéria dos ribeirinhos ao longo das
margens do Velho Chico. No entanto, ha uma falta, singular, no que toca a producado historiogréafica
acerca das questdes ambientais e indigenas, devido a falta de documentagdo arrolada e catalogada
dificultado as pesquisas histéricas. Diante do exposto, desenvolveu-se um levantamento, catalogagéo
sobre a histéria ambiental e historia indigena do processo de ocupacédo do rio S&o Francisco em todo
periodo colonial brasileiro.

ABSTRACT

This study sought to make the documentary sources that deal with procedural and systematic occupation
of the rich natural environment and complex aspects of biodiversity and ethnic richness of the Rio San
Francisco. That this river has its stories in the emic perspective, through significant legends recorded by
the regional literature, and especially in memory of the riverside along the banks of Velho Chico.
However, there is a lack, singular, in terms of historical production on indigenous issues, due to lack of
documentation listed and cataloged historical research difficult. Therefore, we developed a survey,
cataloging and interpretation of documentary sources on the environmental history and indigenous history
of the occupation process of the Sao Francisco River in Brazil throughout the colonial period
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
