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RESUMO

Este trabalho € resultante do projeto de pesquisa PIBIC/CNPg/ UFCG 2012-2013 Projeto
Catalogo Geral dos Manuscritos Avulsos e em cddices referentes a Historia Indigena e
Escraviddo Negra no Brasil que teve como objetivo pesquisar e catalogar duas cole¢cfes de
documentos manuscritos referentes as tematicas citadas. A criacdo de verbetes e indices se
baseou no suporte tedrico-metodolégico interdisciplinar oferecido pela Histéria, a Antropologia
e a Arquivologia ja que se trabalhou com questfes étnicas. Os manuscritos arrolados para esta
pesquisa histérico-documental referem-se as capitanias do Para, Maranh&o e Brasil Limites. A
documentacdo € reveladora do protagonismo histérico de homens e mulheres indigenas e
africanas que souberam criar espacos de adaptagéo e sociabilidade na América Portuguesa,
rompendo com a ideia difundida pela historiografia oficial desses povos como sujeitos passivos
e nao personagens ativos da nossa histéria.

ABSTRACT

This work is the result of the research project PIBIC / CNPq / UFCG 2012-2013 Project General
Catalogue of Separate and manuscripts relating to Indian History and Black Slavery in Brazil
aimed to search and catalog two collections of handwritten documents relating to the themes
mentioned . Creating entries and indices was based on theoretical-methodological
interdisciplinary support offered by History, Anthropology and Archival since it worked with
ethnic issues. Manuscripts enrolled for this research historical documentary refer to captaincy of
Para, Maranhdo, Brazil and General. The documentation reveals the historical role of men and
women and African and indigenous able to create spaces that adapt and sociability in
Portuguese America, breaking with the idea spread by the official historiography of these people
as taxable and non-active characters of our story.
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
