ABSTRACT

This work is part of a research project PIBIC / CNPq / UFCG 2012-2013 which seeks to analyze
governments' post-neoliberal "in Latin America from the specific case of Venezuela between 1999 and
2009. With the aim of characterizing the joints between the fractions of classes in the power bloc
expressed by the Venezuelan government, aware that generates specific effects on the apparatuses
of state and public policy. The objective of this work is directed to consider the government of Hugo
Chavez and his position to take a critical discourse of neoliberalism, after the coup of April 11, 2002,
and begin to say the idea of the XXI century socialism. This leads us to consider the need to analyze
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the power bloc corresponding to that specific social-economic formation, the Venezuelan. Our aim
was to analyze the social-economic formation of the country and the character of this government
from the relationship between class fractions and the State in the country. We aim to characterize the

relationships between the classes in the fractions of the power bloc expressed in the government of
Hugo Chavez since 1999.
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
