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RESUMO

O estudo do tema relacionado a decisdo de investimentos pessoais é relevante por permitir
compreender o comportamento do investidor quando da tomada de decisdo de investir, bem como
compreender o gerenciamento dos investimentos realizados, possibilitando tomar agdes no sentido de, por
exemplo, orientar os investidores para a capacidade de poupar e para o ato de investir com seguranga. A
pesquisa teve como objetivo geral analisar o perfil de investimento dos discentes de Administracdo e
Ciéncias Contabeis do CCJS/UFCG/Campus Sousa. Foram aplicados 263 questionarios, sendo 151
discentes de Administracdo e 112 discentes de Ciéncias Contabeis. O questionario, composto de duas
partes, foi aplicado nos meses de junho e julho de 2013 (263 responderam a primeira parte e 67 a
segunda). Como resultado percebe-se que a maioria dos discentes possui conta em banco (89,35%), ndo
possui investimento vinculado a conta (61,70%), nem possui investimento ndo vinculado a conta (88,59%).
Ha uma clara preferéncia pelo investimento Caderneta de Poupanga. A maioria alegou falta de recursos
para nao investir. Dentre os discentes investidores, percebeu-se um perfil conservador, com consideravel
aversdo a perdas e tendéncias de investimento ligadas ao curto prazo. Ha a necessidade de se ampliar a
pesquisa (demais campi da UFCG, por exemplo) e realizar outras pesquisas mais aprofundadas.

PRACTICES RELATED TO PERSONAL INVESTMENT DECISIONS: A STUDY OF THE
PROFILE OF STUDENTS OF A FEDERAL INSTITUTION OF HIGHER EDUCATION

ABSTRACT

The study of the topic related to personal investment decision is relevant to an understanding of the
“behavior of the investor” (investor’s behavior) when making any investment decision and understanding the
management of investments accomplished, allowing to take actions to, for example, guiding investors on the
ability to save and to the act of invest safely. The research aimed to analyze the investment profile of the
students of Business Administration Course and Accounting from CCJS / UFCG / Campus Sousa. We
applied 263 questionnaires, 151 students from Administration Course and 112 students from Accounting
Course. The questionnaire consisted of two parts, was applied in June and July, 2013 (263 responded to the
first part and 67, the second part). As a result, it is clear that most of students have a bank account (89.35%),
does not have any investment related to the account (61.70%), neither any investment not linked to the
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account (88.59%). There is a clear preference for Investment in Savings Accounts. Most claimed a lack of
resources as the reason not to invest. Among the investor students, it could be observed a conservative
profile, based on considerable aversion to losses and investment trends related to short-term results. There
is a need to spread the research (other UFCG campuses, for example) and perform further research.
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
